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WANT TO BE A JUDGE OR A REFEREE??
The starting point to becoming a judge or a referee is to attend an official BTCB judges / Referee’s course.  Once you qualify as a judge you can then attend events as an official and after period of time as a judge, you can progress onto centre refereeing.  

Judging courses are open to all students from the age of 14yrs old and could lead you to attend many events in the UK and also overseas.  During last year, our BTCB referee’s traveled all over the world, often funded, to referee at events such as the US Open, Belgian Open, Dutch Open, Swedish Open, World Championships, European Championships, Pan American Olympic Qualifiers – these are only a few of the events.

The BTCB are holding a judges course in Manchester on 31st October & 1st November and have a limited number of spaces available.  Anyone interested in becoming a judge, or just learning the rules of the sport, should contact Brian Tilley (details on reverse of this form) and he will arrange to get the information to you.

Don’t forget – you don’t have to be a top class fighter to be at the Olympics, World or European Championships – referee’s take part as well !!!!
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The BTCB Referee Department have arranged a Class 2 Centre Referee Course / Referee Refresher Course for the weekend of 31st October & 1st November 2009.  In addition, we will be hosting a Class 3 Corner Judge Course at the same venue at the same time on the first day of the course (Saturday 31st October 2009).  In addition, from the existing class 2 Referee’s who are attending the refresher course, we will be selecting candidates for the International  Referee Training Programme – it is vital that any existing referee’s that wish to be considered for this programme be in attendance on the course.  In addition, any referees currently on the International Referee Training Programme (Class 1 referees), should attend.
As the Class 2 course (and Class 2 refresher course) is more detailed than the Judges course we have arranged the course over two days with ALL candidates staying in a local hotel over night on the Saturday  (we have also given costs should anyone wish to arrive at the hotel on Friday evening.  Candidates for the class 3 course may of course stay at the hotel on either Friday or Saturday nights, but is not compulsory.
We strongly urge all existing referees and corner judges to attend this course as a refresher due to the recent rule changes.  Also, anyone who qualified as a corner judge in 2009 may still qualify to apply to take the Centre Referee Course at this time.

All candidates will require various items of equipment over the duration of the course.  We have detailed below the items candidates should bring with them.
Class 3 Corner Judge Candidates
Pen, Pencil, eraser (or Tippex).

Class 2 Centre Referee Candidates
Pen,  Pencil, eraser (or Tippex) – required both days
Clothing – Saturday – Normal daytime clothing

Clothing – Sunday – Dobok, Training shoes !!!.

As detailed above, class 2 candidates must be resident in the hotel on Saturday night and this must be booked through the referee department (this is compulsory), Friday night is optional for all candidates on both courses.  Class 3 candidates may travel to and from the course on Saturday but must ensure they are not late for the registration.  Class 3 candidates may stay at the hotel on Friday and Saturday evening should they wish to.

Qualification Criteria

Class 3 Corner Judge

(1) All candidates should be currently insured with the BTCB

(2) All candidates to be aged 15 yrs or older

Class 2 Centre Referee
(1) All candidates should be currently insured with the BTCB

(2) All candidates to be aged 16yrs or older

(3) All candidates to be 2nd Kup grade or higher

(4) All candidates should have attended and acted at a minimum of 6 events as a qualified judge

Anyone interested in applying for either course should complete the appropriate application form and return it as a matter of urgency as places are limited.  Please ensure that you tick all the relevant boxes relating to the hotel requirements and ensure that the costs are calculated correctly.  Full payment must be included with your application form (cheques may be dated for the deadline date of 16th October 2009 and mailed ahead of the deadline date – this will guarantee your place on the course).  Please note that the hotel costs are for bed and breakfast only – any other meals or refreshments during your stay are at the candidates own expense.  The hotel is a four star hotel with leisure facilities that will be available for all candidates to use (pool, sauna, gymnasium etc).  The course and hotel venue will be advised to all candidates approximately 10 days prior to the course date.
