REGISTRATION OF BTCB EXAMINERS AND APPLICATION FORM

It is BTCB policy that kup grading examinations taken by BTCB members, including those in Member Groups, must be conducted by Examiners who are 4th Dan or higher grade and possess a BTCB membership and BTC indemnity insurance.

It has been reported to the BTCB National Executive Committee that a very small minority of kup gradings are being conducted by non-BTCB examiners and examiners who are 2nd or 3rd Dan which contravenes BTCB policy. 

The National Executive Committee has concluded that all kup grading examiners, including those in Member Groups, shall henceforth be registered and issued with a BTCB-registered Examiner number.

From 1st March 2009, the BTCB will require all kup grades to be awarded only by BTCB-registered Examiners. Kup grades awarded by non-registered examiners will not be recognised after this date.

BTCB-registered Examiners will be 4th Dan or higher grade, will be required to follow the BTCB syllabus and to ensure that all candidates have a current BTCB licence.
