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British Taekwondo Control Board (WTF)
PART I: General Policy Statement

In compliance with and further to the relevant statutory Acts and Regulations applicable to Health and Safety, it is the British Taekwondo Control Board’s (BTCB) intention to ensure, as far as reasonably practicable, that all BTCB-registered and licensed members are not exposed to unnecessary risks/hazards whilst practicing Taekwondo. The BTCB and the members of the Executive Committee understand and acknowledge that the implementation of the relevant Health and Safety statutory requirements and approved Codes of Practice will rest with the Club Instructors. 

The BTCB also acknowledges that Taekwondo, by its nature, may present risks and is a Martial Art involving the teaching and learning of hazardous techniques using the feet hands and other parts of the body to strike or defend against an opponent. However the BTCB Board will assume its responsibilities as follows:

· To make the necessary resources available for the implementation of its policy.

· To provide information, instruction and training to BTCB-registered Instructors to guide them in the implementation of their statutory duties.

· To ensure, as far as reasonably practicable, that all BTCB Instructors are licensed and to make available such training to its Instructors so that they have the opportunity to become a competent person in the teaching of Taekwondo. 

· To ensure that proper guidance is provided to all BTCB-registered Instructors for the provision of suitable martial art protective equipment.

· To ensure that proper records of accidents reported by Club Instructors to the BTCB and other Health and Safety matters are kept.

· To provide Health and Safety advice/guidance on safe systems, procedures and control measures which will assist all BTCB-registered Instructors in their duty to eliminate or reduce risks and prevent accidents.

· To actively promote Health and Safety in order to improve/maintain Health and Safety awareness.

· To provide guidance to BTCB-registered Instructors in the investigation of accidents/dangerous occurrences.

· To provide advise/guidance to BTCB-registered Instructors on risk/general/specific assessments.

· To ensure that the BTCB Health and Safety Policy is reviewed on a regular basis and/or when deemed necessary.
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
