General Risk assessment

Guidance note 2

General Risk assessment

The purpose of a risk assessment is to identify possible causes of harm and measures needed to avoid these—before an accident occurs.

The instructor has a legal and moral duty to ensure, as far as is reasonably practicable, that none of his/her students is exposed to possible harm.

Training in Taekwondo takes place in three types of premises: 

1. Isolated halls, e.g.: schools, churches, and community halls

2. Leisure Centres

3. Dedicated Dojang (Premises owned by the instructor)

In all three cases, the Instructor will have to assess what first aid arrangements are in place and/or what should be provided.

Isolated Halls

In some cases the owner/carer/local authority of the premises will have carried out a general risk assessment. In such cases, the instructor must obtain a copy of the document or, at least, have seen its content and be aware of where it is kept readily available for inspection if required.

If no general risk assessment is available, the instructor should require the owner/carer/local authority to complete a general risk assessment or (in order to keep the good will and relationship between the owner and instructor) the instructor should carry out this task.

Note:
It is very likely that, for any of the above mentioned, the local fire authority will have certified the premises. (Please check!).

Leisure Centres

Leisure Centres are managed by local Councils, Trusts or reputable companies and should be fully aware of their legal duties under Health and Safety law. It is likely that a general risk assessment has been carried out. The instructor should obtain a copy of the document or, as a minimum, have seen it and be satisfied of its content and that it is readily available for inspection if required.

If no general risk assessment is available, the instructor should require the local authority to complete a general risk assessment or (in order to keep the good will and relationship between the owner and instructor) the instructor should carry out this task.

Dedicated Dojang

The instructor must carry out a general risk assessment and ensure that all documents are kept in a safe place and readily available for inspection as and when required.

Notes on general risk assessment:

(1) To assist instructors in completing a general risk assessment, preset/sample forms can be downloaded from the BTCB website. These forms are only guidelines/sample and may or may not be used by the instructor. They can also be altered by the instructor to suit the needs. 

(2) On completion of the risk assessment the forms used must be signed, dated and records kept.

(3) Any action point highlighted by the risk assessment must be attended to without delay.

(4) The risk assessment must be reviewed on a regular basis (he frequency may vary depending upon the risk) and/or when a significant change has taken place (e.g. new access provide, new floor ar, new equipment etc.).

(5) Note: It is the instructor’s responsibility/duty to ensure that a risk assessment is or has been carried out and that all risks identified are removed or control measures are put in place and applied/used.
