BTCB COMPETITION, EVENT AND SEMINAR REQUIREMENTS

DATE OF IMPLEMENTATION: 1stJune 2010
The BTCB National Executive Committee (NEC) must approve all competitions, events and seminars. When all the relevant criteria and conditions set out below have been fulfilled and the NEC has approved the event, the event can go ahead.

The BTCB National Executive Committee will approve the event after Membership Services has confirmed that insurance covering the event has been issued by the BTC.

The definition of competition covers International, National, County, local and inter-club Kyorugi and Poomsae competitions held in the UK.

(1) Event Insurance Requirements

(a) The Event Organiser is required to apply for BTC event insurance on the BTC Event Insurance Application Form four weeks prior to the event. 

(b) The Event Insurance Application form must be posted to

(c) The Event Organiser is required to hold a current BTC Instructor Indemnity insurance for at least four weeks prior to applying for Event Insurance.

(d) Coaches must be at least 18 years of age and hold a current Instructor Indemnity Insurance, current BTC Registered Instructor certificate and CRB, current licence and current club affiliation. If any of these documents have expired the coach cannot coach at the event
(e) All Centre Referees and Officials attending the event must hold BTC Indemnity Insurance. This will normally be instructor’s indemnity insurance but referees who do not teach taekwondo can apply for official’s indemnity insurance.

(f) All competitors, coaches, referees and officials domiciled in the UK must be members of the BTCB and have a current BTCB membership and BTC licence.

(g) For Kyorugi events, a copy of the BTC Event Insurance Certificate must be posted to:

Referees will only attend the event after the Referee Committee has received a copy of the certificate.

Referees will only attend the event after the Referee Committee has received a copy of the certificate.

(i) Competitors and coaches who are members of a foreign WTF-affiliated member national federation (MNF) of the WTF can participate providing they hold a current membership issued by their MNF and have a current passport for the country matching their nationality

(j) BTC insurance policy does cover foreign entrants for liability and hosts are covered if an overseas visitor sues them. Overseas visitors are NOT covered for personal accident as far as weekly benefits are concerned and the host is required to ensure that all overseas visitors have this insurance issued by their home country MNF

(2) Competitions

The organisers of Poomsae and Kyorugi competitions must comply with the prevailing BTCB and WTF rules and regulations in force at the time of the competition. 

(3) Seminars

The organisers of BTCB seminars must comply with the BTCB rules and regulations in force at the time of the seminar. 

(4) BTCB Referees

(k) The Event Organiser is required to apply for BTCB Referees to attend the competition at least three months prior to the event.

(n) The Event Organiser is required to comply with all the regulations governing Referee attendance at the competition. The regulations will be determined by the Referee Departments and confirmed in writing by the Referee Chairmen.

(o) All competitions must have BTCB Referees in attendance. Those who do not have BTCB or other recognised referee qualification may not officiate at any event.

(p) The Event organiser is required to appoint only BTCB-qualified and approved Referees or referees qualified by the WTF or other WTF member national federations. The Event organiser must contact the BTCB Referee Chairmen to confirm that the Referees they wish to invite to Referee at the Event are suitably qualified and approved.

(q) The Event organiser’s choice of Chief Referee for the Event must be approved by the Referee Departments in advance and be named on the application for event insurance.
(r) International and national kyorugi or poomsae referees not resident in the UK who wish to attend any UK event approved by the BTCB must obtain permission to attend and participate in writing from either the BTCB Kyorugi or Poomsae Referee Chairman, as appropriate, before travelling to referee at the UK event.
(s) International or domestic kyorugi or poomsae Referees who are resident in the UK but are members of another WTF National Member Federation and who wish to attend any UK event approved by the BTCB must obtain permission to attend and participate from either the BTCB Kyorugi or Poomsae Referee Chairman, as appropriate, before attending the event. 
(t) Event hosts are required to have a representative from the BTCB Referee Department to supervise the weigh-in on the day of the event. The host should clarify with the Referee Department the cost of providing the supervisor.
(u) Referees supervising the weigh-in must not be from the host organisation.
(v) The Chief Referee appointed to oversee any event must not be a member of or allied to the host organisation.
(5) PLAYER, COACH, REFEREE AND INSTRUCTOR AUDIT CheckS

(w) Competitors, Coaches, Referees, Instructors and other participants attending event sanctioned by the BTCB or hosted by a BTCB member must be current members of the BTCB or another WTF-recognised Member National Federation (WTF MNF).

(x) Members of other organisations are not permitted to take part in BTCB-sanctioned events or events hosted by BTCB members.

(y) Event Organisers must visually inspect the BTCB licence of all British nationals resident in the UK entering BTCB-approved events. The licence must have a photograph of the holder on the identity page.

(z) Event Organisers must visually inspect the passport and proof of membership of foreign WTF MNF of all participants who are not resident in the UK. The ID must have a photograph of the holder on the identity page and must be that of the person holding the ID document.

(aa) A written list in the form of an Excel spreadsheet must be made of the BTCB players in this format ONLY

     This list must be sent to the Director of Membership Services (or named Deputy) 48 hours before the event for the player licence audit check. The organiser will be informed which players have a current licence and can take part. Those with either an expired or no licence will not be permitted to participate.

This list must be sent to the Director of Membership Services (or named Deputy) 48 hours before the event for the coach licence, insurance and CRB/Disclosure Scotland audit check. The organiser will be informed which coaches have the current and required documentation and can take part. Those with expired documentation will not be permitted to coach.

(ae) Competitors, Coaches, Referees, Instructors and other participants who have British nationality and who are resident in the UK will not be permitted to enter BTCB approved events unless they are members of the BTCB and have a BTCB membership and BTC licence.

(af) Competitors, Coaches, Referees, Instructors and other participants who are members of an overseas organisation and who are resident in the UK can only enter BTCB approved events if they have membership issued by the foreign MNF of the WTF.
(ag) Competitors who are resident in Northern Ireland are, under the terms of the Good Friday Agreement, permitted to attend and enter BTCB events with either a BTCB membership or an ITU membership.
(ah) Attendees cannot purchase a BTCB licence on the day of the Event. It must be applied for at least two weeks in advance from:

(6) Weight categories

(ai) The Event Organiser is required to use the current weight categories stipulated by the WTF or the BTCB. The Referee Department will provide a list of weight categories. (Note that the BTCB has now standardised weight divisions for children and these must be followed.)

(aj) Competitors under the age of 16 years are not permitted to compete against competitors over 16 years of age in a senior category.

(ak) Competitors must be 9th Kup or higher grade. No 10th Kup or white belts are permitted to enter any competition

(7) Equipment

(al) All personal protective equipment used by the Event Organiser, Competitors, Coaches and members participating in seminars, dan promotion tests or competitions must be fit for purpose.

(am) Only equipment approved by the WTF, the ETU or the BTCB may be used.

(an) All personal protective equipment for be in good order. Damaged, repaired or excessively worn equipment is not safe and may not used. For example, head protectors may not be used if the foam is split.

(ao) No other equipment is permitted and competitors will be refused entry if they fail to comply.

(8) BTCB/BTC Child Protection Policy

Event Organisers must comply with and enforce the BTCB/BTC Child Protection Policy as set out in the BTC Child Protection booklet given out to Instructors at the BTC Instructor Course.

(9) BTCB/BTC Photography Policy

(ap) Event Organisers must implement the BTCB/BTC photography policy at the Event. 

(aq) The application form to apply to be permitted to photograph competitors and policy can be downloaded from www.btcb.org in the download section.

(10) MEDICAL REQUIREMENTS

(a)  For Kyorugi events, the Event organiser is required to provide a medical doctor and a paramedical first aid team

(b) For Poomsae events, demonstrations and seminars the event organiser is required to provide first aid cover by suitably qualified personnel  

(11) Accident Reporting

(ar) All accidents must be recorded in the BTC accident report book and the BTCB accident report form filled in.

(as) A copy of each form must be sent to BTCB Membership Services, 66 Wychdell, Stevenage, SG2 8JD within three days of the accident. The BTC form will be forwarded to the BTC for processing.
