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COMPETITION ORGANISER REQUIREMENTS
Over the last couple of years, the BTCB has seen a steady increase in the number of insurance claims being submitted by members injured at BTCB competitions.

Whilst this increase is not the direct result of poor event management, it is a worrying trend and could eventually lead to insurance cover being withdrawn from the BTCB. The BTC has voiced its concerns to the BTCB over this upward trend and it has to be tackled.

These changes are being introduced with immediate effect and apply to all events you organised from 1st April 2009. 
In an effort to tackle this problem, the BTCB has decided to implement some changes to the way that it requires events to be managed by event organisers. These are compulsory changes and all event organisers are required to comply with them if insurance cover is to be granted at all your future events. 

These changes have been agreed with the Referee Department and approved by the BTCB Executive Committee

The changes are as follows:

1. Event organisers are required to implement the BTCB Event Guidelines enclosed to the letter. No deviation or omission from the requirements is permitted.

2. The entry form  must have a space on it for the member’s membership number and licence expiry date. Entrants without a current licence are not permitted to enter the event. 

3. The entry form must have a sentence on it stating that the entrant must bring their BTCB membership book with them to the event for inspection.

· If entrants do not bring their BTCB membership books with them they will not be permitted to enter the event.

4. All entrants are required to present their BTCB membership book at the weigh-in for inspection:

· The licence sticker found inside the entrant’s BTCB membership book must be visually inspected at the weigh-in. The holders photograph must be stuck in on the identity page

· Photocopies are not acceptable.

· Entrants who do not have a current licence must be refused entry. 

· All coaches attending with players must be made aware that an inspection of the entrants BTCB membership book will take place at the weigh-in.

5. White belts (10th kup) are not permitted to enter any sparring competition.

6. A record of the entrant’s name, membership number and expiry date must be made in an Excel spreadsheet and e-mailed to Membership Services at graham.preece@btcb.org within two weeks of the event.

7. All instructors, coaches, referees and officials are required to have indemnity insurance.

· If one person attending an event in any of these capacities does not have indemnity insurance, the whole event becomes uninsured.

· Therefore, Event organisers are required to request a copy of all attending instructors’, coaches’, referees’ and officials’ indemnity insurance certificates to be attached to their teams’ entry forms.

8. If one entrant does not have a current BTCB licence and is permitted to enter the event, the whole event becomes uninsured.

9. All accidents must be recorded in the BTC accident record book and on the BTCB accident form available from www.britishtaekwondo.org.uk, and reported to the Director of Membership Services in writing, enclosing a copy of the accident forms, within 48 hours of the accident occurring.

Regrettably the BTCB will not insure a future event if it finds that the Event Organiser is not implementing these regulations in full and does not send the list of entrants to Membership Services.
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
