CASC-Compliant Constitution – [Club Name] Taekwondo Club
1. Name
The club shall be called [Club Name] Taekwondo Club ("the Club").

2. Objectives
The Club is established to:
· Provide facilities for and promote participation in the sport of Taekwondo.
· Encourage and support health, discipline, and well-being through martial arts.
· Offer inclusive access to training and competition for all community members.

3. Affiliation
The Club shall be affiliated to British Taekwondo or another appropriate national governing body.

4. Membership
· Membership is open to all individuals regardless of age, gender, race, disability, sexual orientation, religion or belief, or social/economic status.
· The Club will keep membership fees at an affordable level.
· Where membership costs exceed £520/year, the Club will provide subsidised or free access to ensure no one is excluded due to inability to pay.

5. Management Committee
· The Club shall be managed by a committee consisting of at least three officers: Chair, Secretary, and Treasurer.
· Committee members shall be elected annually at the AGM.
· All decisions shall be made by majority vote.

6. General Meetings
· An Annual General Meeting (AGM) shall be held every year.
· All members are entitled to attend and vote.
· An Extraordinary General Meeting (EGM) may be called by the Committee or by at least 10% of the members.

7. Finance
· All club funds will be used solely for the promotion and benefit of the Club.
· The Club shall maintain accurate financial records and present annual accounts at the AGM.

8. Dissolution
· If the Club is dissolved, any remaining assets shall be transferred to another CASC, charity, or the sport’s governing body to be used for community sport.

9. Profits and Surpluses
· The Club shall be non-profit making.
· All surplus income or gains shall be reinvested in the Club. No part shall be distributed to members or third parties.

10. Compliance with CASC Regulations
· The Club will operate in accordance with HMRC CASC requirements including:
· Open membership
· Encouragement of participation
· Restrictions on use of assets
· Reinvestment of surplus income

11. Amendments
· This constitution may only be amended at a general meeting with the support of at least two-thirds of the members present.
